With the approval of the Liquor Control Board, the Control Commissioners15

may grant to a retail dealer for the premises where the dealer carries on16

business the following:17

(5) The holder of a first-class license may serve up to four glasses of19

malt beverages to a customer at one time. If the number of glasses served to a20
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customer at a single time exceeds two, each glass shall contain no more than1

four ounces of malt beverage.2
