(2) on the outdoor premises of a licensed child care facility or

afterschool program when children are present.

(b) No person shall be permitted to use tobacco products or tobacco

substitutes as defined in 7 V.S.A. § 1001:

(1)}onthe premises—both-indoorandoutdoor—of Inside a licensed or

registered family child care home when children are present and in care or in

areas of the home designated for child care whether or not children are present.

If smoking occurs on the premises durirg-othertimes when children are not

present, the family child care home shall notify prospective families prior to

enrolling a child in the family child care home that their child will be exposed

to an environment in which tobacco products or tobacco substitutes, or both,
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are used, but that smoking will not occur in the designated child care areas or

in the presence of children.

(2) On the outdoor premises of a licensed or reqgistered family care home

in the presence of children.
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
