Executive Branch and Judiciary fees. 5 

An act relating to Executive Branch and Judiciary fees 6 

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:  7

The state treasurer Agencies and departments of State government may 11 

assess a penalty of $20.00 against the issuer for each check returned on 12 

account of insufficient or uncollected funds payment for amounts due in the 13 

form of a check, draft, electronic payment, or other acceptable forms of 14 

payment that have been dishonored for lack of funds or credit to pay the same. 15
