Subject: Human services; Reach Up; landlord–tenant  12 

Statement of purpose of bill as introduced:  This bill proposes to require the 13 

Department for Children and Families to disclose certain information regarding 14 

a recipient of financial assistance through Reach Up to the recipient’s landlord 15 

when the disclosure is requested by the recipient or requested by the landlord 16 

with the recipient’s consent. 17 

An act relating to the disclosure of information to landlords 18 
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It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:  1 

Sec. 1.  33 V.S.A. § 1109 is added to read: 2 

§ 1109.  DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION 3 

(a)  Notwithstanding any provision of section 111 of this title to the 4 

contrary, the Department shall disclose TANF benefit information related to a 5 

participating family’s lodging or housing to the person that provides the 6 

lodging or housing upon that person’s request if either: 7 

(1)  a participant has provided written authorization for the Department 8 

to disclose such information throughout the term of the participating family’s 9 

tenancy; or 10 

(2)  the person that provides the participating family’s lodging or 11 

housing has requested authorization for the Department to disclose such 12 

information throughout the term of the participating family’s tenancy and the 13 

participant has provided his or her written consent. 14 

(b)  A person that provides a participating family’s lodging or housing and 15 

has received authorization pursuant to subsection (a) of this section may, to the 16 

extent permitted by federal law and federal TANF program requirements, 17 

request the disclosure of any of the following information, either singularly or 18 

in combination: 19 

(1)  the amount of the participating family’s housing allowance; 20 
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(2)  the date and amount of any direct payments of financial assistance 1 

that have been or will be made to the person that provides the participating 2 

family’s lodging or housing; 3 

(3)  changes to the amount of the direct payments of financial assistance 4 

made to the person that provides the participating family’s lodging or housing 5 

and the reason for such change; 6 

(4)  advance notice of no less than 30 days regarding the 7 

commencement, suspension, or cessation of direct payments of financial 8 

assistance to the person that provides lodging or housing to the participating 9 

family; or 10 

(5)  advance notice of no less than 30 days that the participating family 11 

will be transitioning off Reach Up. 12 

(c)(1)  A person to whom information is disclosed pursuant to this section 13 

shall not publish, use, disclose, or divulge such information for: 14 

(A)  purposes not directly connected with the provision of lodging or 15 

housing to the participating family; or 16 

(B)  any political, commercial, or other purposes not authorized 17 

by law. 18 

(2)  A person to whom information is disclosed pursuant to this section 19 

shall be subject to all rules and standards of confidentiality that are applicable 20 

to the Department in administering the Reach Up program. 21 
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(3)  A person who violates this subsection or an applicable rule or 1 

standard of confidentiality shall be assessed a civil penalty of up to $1,000.00 2 

for each violation in addition to any other penalty provided by law. 3 

(d)  The Commissioner shall adopt rules to implement this section. 4
