Statement of purpose of bill as introduced:  This bill proposes to adjust 5 

transportation funding raised through certain fees and taxes. 6 

An act relating to transportation funding 7 

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:  8

(e)  A distributor may use as the measure of the tax so levied and assessed 12 

the gross quantity of diesel fuel purchased, imported, produced, refined, 13 

manufactured, and compounded by the distributor, less one percent for 14 

shrinkage, loss by evaporation, or otherwise, instead of the quantity sold, 15 

distributed, or used.  16

§ 3015.  COMPUTATION AND PAYMENT OF TAX 18 

Each report required under section 3014 of this title from licensed 19 

distributors, dealers, or users shall be accompanied by a remittance payable to 20 
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the Department of Motor Vehicles for the amount of tax due which shall be 1 

computed in the following manner: 2

(2)  Except as provided in subdivision 3002(9) of this title, the user's tax 4 

shall be determined by multiplying the number of gallons of fuels used in 5

quantity of fuel purchased, imported, produced, refined, manufactured, and 12 

compounded by the distributor, less one percent for shrinkage, loss by 13 

evaporation or otherwise, instead of the quantity sold, distributed, or used.  14 

From this amount of tax due, there shall be deducted the tax on fuel purchased 15 

in this State on which the tax has been previously paid by the user, provided 16 

the tax-paid purchases are supported by copies of the sales invoices showing 17 

the amount of tax paid.  Such copies shall be retained by the taxpayer for a 18 

period of not less than three years and shall be available for inspection by the 19 

Commissioner or his or her designated agents.  If the computation shows 20 
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additional tax to be due, it shall be remitted with the report filed under section 1 

3014 of this title. 2

(a)  Any Vermont resident may make application to the Commissioner and 3 

be issued an identification card which is attested by the Commissioner as to 4

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shall not be objectively obscene or confusing to the general public and shall 1 

not promote, advertise, or endorse a product, brand, or service provided for 2 

sale.  The organization’s name and emblem must not infringe on or violate a 3 

trademark, trade name, service mark, copyright, or other proprietary or 4 

property right, and the organization must have the right to use the name and 5 

emblem.  After consulting with the principal contact, the Commissioner shall 6 

determine the design of the special plate on the basis that the primary purpose 7 

of motor vehicle number plates is vehicle identification.  An organization may 8 

have only one design, regardless of the number of individual organizational 9 

units, squads, or departments within the State that may conduct the same or 10 

substantially similar activities. 11 

(C)  After the plate design is finalized and an officer or the principal 12 

contact provides the Commissioner a written statement authorizing issuance of 13 

the plates, the organization shall deposit $2,000.00 $2,200.00 with the 14 

Commissioner.  Of this deposit, $500.00 shall be retained by the Department to 15 

recover costs of developing the organization plate.  Notwithstanding 32 V.S.A. 16 

§ 502, the Commissioner may charge the actual costs of production of the 17 

plates against the fees collected and the balance shall be deposited in the 18 

Transportation Fund.  Upon application, special plates shall be issued to a 19 

registrant of a vehicle registered at the pleasure car rate or of a truck registered 20 

for less than 26,001 pounds (but excluding trucks registered under the 21 
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International Registration Plan) who furnishes the Commissioner satisfactory 1 

proof that he or she is a member of an organization that has satisfied the 2 

requirements of this subdivision (b)(2).  For each of the first 100 applicants to 3 

whom sets of plates are issued, the $15.00 $17.00 special plate fee shall not be 4 

collected and shall be subtracted from the balance of the deposit.  When the 5
