Subject: Public safety; Vermont Criminal Justice Training Council; law 5 

enforcement officers; Level II certification; scope of practice 6 

Statement of purpose of bill as introduced:  This bill proposes to expand the 7 

scope of practice of Level II certified law enforcement officers. 8

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:  11

Council, the scope of practice of a Level II law enforcement officer shall be 16
