Third: In Sec. H.1, by striking out subdivision (¢)(1) and inserting in lieu
thereof anew subdivision (¢)(1) to read asfollows:

(©)(1) InSec. A4, in7V.S.A. 8§ 2, subdivisions (27) (definition; “specid

events permit”), (28) (definition; “fourth-class license”), and (39) (definition,

“public library or museum permit”) shall take effect on July 1, 2015. The

remaining provisions of Sec. A.4 (alcoholic beverages; definitions) shall take

effect on January 1, 2016.
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
