Statement of purpose of bill as introduced: This bill proposes to create an
estate tax with a flat rate and to bring Vermont’s estate exclusion amount in

line with the amount used at the federal level.

An act relating to creating a flat rate for Vermont’s estate tax and creating
an estate tax exclusion amount that matches the federal amount

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:
Sec. 1. 32 V.S.A. § 7402(13) is amended to read:

(13) “Vermont gross estate” means for any decedent the value of the
federal gross estate under the laws of the United States; in excess of

$2,450,000.00 without adjustment for any amount under 26 U.S.C.

§ 2010(c)(4), but after adding back federal adjusted taxable gifts made by the

decedent within one year of death and excluding the value of real or tangible

personal property which has an actual situs outside Vermont at the time of

death of the decedent,-and-alse-excludingn. In the case of a nonresident of
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Vermont the value of intangible personal property owned by the decedent shall

also be excluded.

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Sec. 6. EFFECTIVE DATES

(a) Notwithstanding 1 V.S.A. 8§ 214, this section and Secs. 1-3 (estate tax)

shall take effect retroactively on January 1, 2015, and apply to decedents dying

after December 31, 2014, except that the annual update of the estate tax link to

the Internal Revenue Code shall take effect retroactively to January 1, 2014, and

apply to decedents dying on or after January 1, 2014.

(b) Sec. 4 (exclusion amount of $3,900,000.00) shall take effect on January 1,

2017, and apply to decedents dying after December 31, 2016.

(c) Sec. 5 (federal exclusion amount) shall take effect on January 1, 2019, and

apply to decedents dying after December 31, 2018.
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
