Statement of purpose of bill as introduced: This bill proposes two sets of

amendments to Vermont’s energy efficiency standards for appliances and

equipment.

First, it would adopt, in Vermont statute, current federal appliance and
lighting efficiency standards so that the same standards will be in place in
Vermont should the federal standards be repealed or voided.

Second, it would adopt, in Vermont statute, federal standards for general

service lighting scheduled to come into effect on January 1, 2020, so that the
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same standards will be in place in Vermont should the federal standards be

prevented from taking effect.
