Statement of purpose of bill as introduced:  This bill proposes to require health 19 

care providers, upon ordering a procedure or surgery, to direct the patient to 20 

the applicable health care facility’s finance department to discuss the costs of 21

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:  4 

Sec. 1.  18 V.S.A. § 9413a is added to read: 5 

§ 9413a.  PRICE TRANSPARENCY FOR SURGERIES AND  6 

                PROCEDURES 7 

Upon ordering a procedure or surgery, the patient’s health care provider 8 

shall direct the patient to the finance department at the health care facility at 9 

which the procedure or surgery will be performed to discuss the costs of the 10 

procedure or surgery under the patient’s health insurance or other health 11 

benefit plan and to set up a payment plan, if necessary. 12
