NO. 148. AN ACT RELATING TO TRANSFER OFA CONTRACT LIQUOR AGENCY. 
(S.259) 

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont: 
Sec. 1. TRANSFER OF CONTRACT AGENCY IN CONJUNCTION WITH SALE OF REAL 
PROPERTY 

Prior to the completion of a sale of reaLestate or a business in which a contract liquor 
agency is located, and the sale is contingent upon the transfer of the liquor agency 
contract, the buyer and seller may submit to the 110.1111 a 	u . s s I a . equestfor  
approval of the transfer of the liquor agency contract to the buyer. The department shall 
investigate and evaluate the buyer and the other applicants using_the same standards  
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shall complete the investigation of the proposed transferee and notify the parties if the 
buyer has been approved, in which case the contract shall be transferred to the buyer 
upon completion of the sale. Ifthe department denies the transfer of the liquor agency 
contract to the proposed buyer, the seller may continue as the liquor agency contractor 
pursuant to the existing contract
