Interest rate and terms are adjusted to target a 
water user rate equivalent to 1% of the median 
household income.

 MAXIMUM LOAN AMOUNT 

	Funding Cap:	 $2,500,000 annually

Cap can be exceeded when a surplus of funds 
is available.

REPAYMENT SCHEDULE 

Repayment begins one year following final 
project completion.

DRINKING WATER STATE REVOLVING FUND (DWSRF)

Construction Loan Program
Eligible Organizations

66 Publicly owned community water systems

66 Privately owned community water systems

66 Non-profit, Non-community water systems

Eligible Projects
Nearly all water system improvement projects are eligible, 
as long as they facilitate compliance with federal primary 
drinking water regulations or otherwise significantly further 
health protection objectives of the Safe Drinking Water Act. 
Examples of eligible projects include:

66 Costs for planning and engineering design associated 
with an eligible project

66 Replacement of contaminated sources with new sources

66 Construction, upgrade, or refurbishment of treatment 
facilities

66 Replacement of aging infrastructure, including 
distribution and transmission lines, storage tanks, and 
pumping facilities

66 System consolidation or interconnection to address 
capacity issues

66 Land acquisition integral to an eligible project

66 Energy efficiency, water efficiency, green infrastructure, 
and environmentally innovative projects

66 Installation of service meters and back flow prevention 
devices

Program Eligibility Guidelines
66 Project must achieve or maintain compliance with the 

Safe Drinking Water Act

66 Projects must apply to be on the annual project priority 
list.  Applications are typically due April of each year

66 Projects are prioritized based on public health risk and 
other factors such as population and affordability

Design, land acquisition, 
construction of water supply when 
disconnected involuntarily from 
public water supply

Combined sewer overflow 
elimination/separation projects, 
removal of direct sewer 
connections to waters of the state,

Grant ranges from 
25% to 50% of total 
project cost

Advances

Development of engineering plans 
for potable water supply facilities, 
community wastewater disposal 
facilities, stormwater facilities, 
or combined sewer separation 
facilities

Municipalities, funding is 
subject to legislative 
approval

Loan that is paid 
back when/
if the project is 
constructed

Unsafe Dam 
Revolving Loan 
Fund

Reconstruction, repair, or removal 
of a dam to make it safe, the dam 
must be determined to be unsafe

Municipalities, private 
individuals, non-profits

Loan: 10 years/2%; 
Grant: 25% if dam is 
removed
