The undersigned organizations support the creation and passage of an Occupancy Fee
bill, which would place a $2 per night surcharge on hotel, motel and AirBnB guests,
estimated to raise approximately $10 million per year. Revenues would go toward
affordable housing and homelessness reduction, including investment in permanently
affordable housing, infrastructure in support of workforce housing, increased rental and
other forms of housing related financial assistance, and supportive services.
