Representative Harrison of Chittenden moves that the bill be amended as 2 

follows: 3 

First:  By adding a Sec. 3a to read: 4 

Sec. 3a.  COMBINATION TANK SYSTEMS; CONTINUATION OF  5 

               SERVICE 6 

(a)  As used in this section: 7 

(1)  “Combination tank system” shall have the same meaning as set forth 8 

in 10 V.S.A. § 1922. 9 

(2)  “Motor fuel” means fuel subject to the licensing fee under 10 V.S.A. 10 

§ 1942(a). 11 

(b)  Notwithstanding the requirements in 10 V.S.A. § 1927(e)(2) that a 12 

combination tank system shall be closed by January 1, 2018, the Secretary of 13 

Natural Resources may authorize a combination tank service to supply motor 14 

fuel after January 1, 2018 upon a determination that the combination tank 15 

system: 16 

(1)  is the sole supply of motor fuel in the municipality in which the 17 

combination tank system is located; 18 

(2)  is needed to supply motor fuel to public safety or fire control 19 

services in the municipality; and 20 
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(3)  the owner of the combination system has entered into a contract and 1 

obtained financing to replace the tank as required under 10 V.S.A. § 1927. 2 

(c)  The Secretary may authorize continued supply of motor fuel from a 3 

combination tank system under this section for up to eight months. 4 

(d)  This section shall be repealed on August 1, 2018. 5 

Second:  By striking out Sec. 4 (Effective date) in its entirety and inserting 6 

in lieu thereof the following: 7 

Sec. 4.  EFFECTIVE DATES 8 

(a)  This section and Sec. 3a (combination tank system continuation) shall 9 

take effect on passage. 10 

(b)  All other sections shall take effect July 1, 2018. 11
