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A TOUR OF THE VERMONT STATE HOUSE 
 

First Floor 

 

This State House is Vermont’s third and was built in 1859 on the same site as the 

second.  It was reconstructed with a similar plan, but on a larger scale and with a 

distinctly different ornamental scheme reflecting the Renaissance Revival style popular at 

the time.  The State House was rebuilt at a cost of $150,000 after a fire in 1857 destroyed 

its predecessor.  Today it remains one of the nation’s oldest and best preserved state 

capitols still in use. 

 

The building is surmounted by a gold dome and statue of Agriculture.  Vermont is one 

of nine state capitols with a gilded dome.  The dome is 57 feet high and is made of wood, 

sheathed in copper, and covered with 23.75 carat gold leaf, as pure as can be obtained.  

The original statue of Agriculture atop the dome was carved by Brattleboro sculptor 

Larkin Mead.  But in 1938 the wooden statue was found to have rotted and was in danger 

of toppling off the dome.  Eighty-six-year-old Sergeant at Arms Dwight Dwinell 

volunteered to carve a new statue with the help of his janitorial staff.  It is 14 feet tall and 

mounted on a six-foot pedestal.  

 

On the lawn flanking the State House are two Spanish naval guns that were captured 

from a Spanish cruiser at the Battle of Manila Bay in 1898 during the Spanish–American 

War.  The commander of the American fleet, which destroyed 11 Spanish ships and 

captured several others without any loss of American life, was Admiral George Dewey.  

The Admiral was born in a house that used to stand directly across the street from the 

State House, and as a boy, he used to play on the front steps of the building.  

 

On the front portico, which is the only remaining portion of the earlier Greek Revival 

State House of the 1830s, stands a statue of Ethan Allen, fabled leader of the Green 

Mountain Boys.  The original marble sculpture was also by the hand of Larkin Mead, but 

was replaced by a replica in 1941 due to deterioration from exposure to weather.  

 

Upon entering the main lobby of the State House, you will see the only work of art by 

Larkin Mead that remains in the Capitol, the bust of Abraham Lincoln in the Hall of 

Inscriptions.  This bust was done in preparation for the large bronze statue Mead created 

for Lincoln’s tomb in Springfield, Illinois.  Throughout the lobby is a marble floor that 

exhibits white tiles from Danby, Vermont and black tiles from Isle La Motte on Lake 

Champlain.  If you look closely, you will see fossils embedded in the black tiles.  Today 

we recognize these fossils as part of the world’s oldest reef – nearly one-half billion years 

old. 
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Portraits in this lobby include the two naval heroes of the Spanish–American War, 

Admirals George Dewey of Montpelier and Charles Clark of Bradford.  The two 

presidents of the United States from Vermont are also portrayed here, Calvin Coolidge of 

Plymouth Notch and Chester Arthur of Fairfield.  

 

Second Floor 

 

The second floor lobby or House Vestibule has been commonly referred to as the Hall 

of Flags.  It contains glass cases which once housed some of the 68 flags carried by 

Vermont regiments in the Civil War.  Today these cases house exhibits that convey 

“Vermont in the Civil War” and “The State House in the Civil War,” installed in honor of 

the Civil War Sesquicentennial, 2011–2015.  The lobby has been restored to the way it 

looked in 1859 when the State House was first built.  Note the elaborate ornamental 

plaster of the ceiling, replications of the original gas chandeliers which bear cherubs 

dancing with tambourines in their hands, and the original window treatments. 

 

The carpet is an exact replica of the original with oak leaves and acorns sprinkled 

across its surface.  In plaster niches flanking the entrance to the House are William Henry 

Rinehart’s Pioneer and Indian, cast expressly for the State House when it was built.  

 

The House Chamber has been fully restored to the way it looked when first created in 

1859.  The plaster lotus blossom in the center of the ceiling includes petals that weigh 

approximately 500 pounds each.  From its center hangs the original bronze and gilt gas 

chandelier by Cornelius and Baker of Philadelphia.  It includes allegorical figures of 

Commerce, Prudence, Eloquence, and Science alternating with four copies of Hiram 

Powers’s famous statue of the Greek Slave, an abolitionist statement in this pre-Civil War 

building.  On the underside of the chandelier are eight copies of Vermont’s Coat of Arms. 

The historic portrait of George Washington was rescued from the fire which destroyed the 

previous State House in 1857.  Frame and all, this 1837 copy of Gilbert Stuart’s original 

was rehung in the same location in the present State House, above the Speaker’s rostrum. 

 Above it is the Vermont Coat of Arms, carved of pine, painted, and gilded for the 

chamber in 1859.  The carpet, draperies, and upholstered furniture are all just as they 

were originally.  

 

The Senate Chamber has also been fully restored to its original mid-19th century glory. 

It too includes virtually all of its original furnishings from the 1850s.  With only 30 

members, the Senate Chamber is an extraordinarily intimate yet grand room.  Renaissance 

and Rococo Revival furnishings combine with the elliptically shaped classical 

architecture to create this accessible elegance.  The elaborate rostrum was hand-carved 

with Vermont’s Coat of Arms in its center and is surmounted with gas lamps that 

symbolize the muses of Inspiration and Meditation.  The magnificent gas chandelier, 

found in 1979 after an absence of over 60 years, was refurbished and reinstalled in 1981.  

It features a maritime theme with seahorses, water lilies, and figures of Neptune. 
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The Governor’s Office is primarily used when the Legislature is in session or for 

special ceremonial occasions.  It too was meticulously restored to its original look of 

1859 by the Friends of the State House in 1984 with replicas of the original carpet, 

draperies, gaselier, and some furniture.  Perhaps the room’s most significant piece of 

furniture is the Constitution Chair which was carved from timbers taken from the famous 

frigate, the U.S.S. Constitution, known as “Old Ironsides,” and has served as Vermont’s 

Governor’s chair since its presentation to the State in 1858. 

 

The Cedar Creek Reception Room is the one room on the second floor that has been 

restored to a later period in State House history.  Dominated by the 20- by 10-foot 

painting, The Battle of Cedar Creek, the chamber once served as the State Library until it 

was transformed into a reception room in 1888 and redecorated.  Elaborate wall stencils, 

bent brass gas chandeliers, an Oriental-inspired carpet, and stained glass skylights 

brought the Gilded Age to the Vermont State House.  

 

The Battle of Cedar Creek was painted by Julian Scott from 1871 to 1874 for the State 

House.  It commemorates the battle which veterans considered Vermont’s finest moment 

in the Civil War.  The battle was fought in Virginia’s Shenandoah Valley in October 

1864, with the Old Vermont Brigade in the center of the canvas, leading the rally that 

would halt a Union retreat.  Scott was a native of Johnson, Vermont who won one of the 

first Medals of Honor ever awarded for an act of valor at another Civil War battle, Lee’s 

Mills.

She is a lso responsible for  the repa ir  and 

main tenance of the in ter ior  of the Sta te House, including items of persona l 

proper ty conta ined with in  it .  It  is a lso her  responsibility to employ and 

supervise the doorkeepers, pages, and other  employees to ca rry out  her  

dut ies.

Reservations 

The Sergeant at Arms’ office is responsible for reserving public rooms in the State House for use by outside 

groups, as well as Legislative use.  You may reserve a State House public room by calling the office at (802) 

828-2228. 
 

When reserving the room, please give as much detailed information as possible, i.e., who/what group the room is 

being reserved for, the reason the room is being reserved, contact person, and all contact information. 
 

Legislative meetings have priority for room use.  There is a chance your group may be moved if that room is 

needed for a legislative meeting.  If it is necessary to move your group to another room, we will try to give you 

notice in advance, but may, in some cases, have to move your group with less or NO notice. There is also the 

possibility that no other rooms will be available. 
 

Set Up and Use of Equipment 
We are unable to provide equipment and copying service to outside groups.  If you reserve a room, you will need 

to bring in and set up your own equipment (projector, laptop, easels, recording equipment, speakers, etc.).  We 

can, however, provide a projector screen and microphone system – if you will need these items, please request 

them when reserving the room.  You will also need to bring in your own copies of documents, materials, and 

supplies (pens, pencils, notepads, CDs, etc.). 
 

Recording devices and speakers, which are already in the room, may NOT be moved.  Do NOT MOVE 

TABLES OR CHAIRS. 
 

After the meeting, please return the room to the condition it was in when you arrived. 
 

Fee for Security 
If you reserve a room during nonregular business hours (before 7:45 am or after 4:30 pm in the nonlegislative 

months), you will be billed for overtime for our police officers, at a charge of $60 per hour with a 4 (four) hour 

minimum charge. 
 

Food and Drink Restrictions 
Food and drink are only allowed in Room 10, the Cafeteria, and Cedar Creek Room for receptions.  You may not 

charge for any food or drink being served in these locations.  Food and drink in any other location in the building 

is prohibited. 
 

Parking 
There is very little parking at the State House.  All parties in your group are responsible for finding off-site 

parking.

Pursuant  to Rule 26(e) of the J oin t  Rules of the Sena te and the Hou se of 

Representa t ives, the Sergeant  a t  Arms adopts the following rules for the genera l 

supervision of conduct  within the Sta te House: 
 

Hou rs  of P u blic  Adm iss ion  

When the General Assembly is not  in  session , the Sta te House is open to the public 

from 7:45 a .m. to 4:15 p.m., Monday through Fr iday.  On weekends and officia l 

holidays, the Sta te House shall be closed . 
 

When the General Assembly is in  session, the Sta te House is officia lly open to the 

public from 7:45 a .m. to 4:30 p.m.  Typically, the building will remain  open  Mondays 

and Fr idays unt il 5 p.m.; and Tuesday through Thursday unt il 8 p.m. for  the 

convenience of Legisla tors.  For  the purpose of th is ru le, the Genera l Assembly shall 

be considered to be in  session  whenever  either  chamber  is meet ing, or  a  commit tee of 

either  chamber  is meet ing. 
 

These hours of public admission do not  apply to Member s of the General Assembly, 

employees of the Legisla ture, or  employees of the Sta te who a re performing custodia l 

or  secur ity funct ions a t  the Sta te House. 
 

Ru les  of Con duct 

 Children under  12 years of age may be admit ted to the Sta te House only if 

accompanied by an  adult . 

 Shoes and sh ir t s must  be worn  by a ll persons admit ted to the Sta te House.  

 No alcohol may be consumed in the Sta te House except  a t  officia l funct ions with 

the approva l of the Sergeant  a t  Arms.  No illegal drugs may be possessed or  

consumed by persons in  the Sta te House a t  any t ime.  Any person  under  the 

influence of drugs or  a lcohol may be refused admission  to or  evicted from the 

Sta te House. 

 Smoking of ciga ret tes or  other  tobacco products is not  permit ted . 

 No weapons of any type a re a llowed in  the building a t  any t ime. 

 No signs in  either  Chamber .
