What | am interested in picking your brain about is as follows:

e The Lake Champlain TMDL implementation plan calls for us to issue stormwater retrofit
permits to all parcels with more than 3 acres of impervious surface that are not currently
subject to a state permit (e.g., built before 2002);

e We know that the S/acre to complete these retrofits is going to be highly variable, and are
considering allowing owners to pay an impact fee of somewhere in the $30-50k/acre for sites
where the retrofit is cost prohibitive;

e We do not have any current plans to provide incentives for retrofits on private property;

¢ | have concerns about the on-going O&M of practices installed on private property as our
experience with municipalities performing O&M on projects in their ROWSs has been mixed
thus far.

Given all this, what big picture lessons are there that we might take from the Save the Rain program
(or any other relevant experience you’d be willing to share)?
