Sec. 1. 16 V.S.A. § 568 is added to read:

8 568. ACCOUNTABILITY FOR DEFICIENCIES IN THE SUBJECT

AREAS OF READING, WRITING, AND MATHEMATICS

A school district shall be responsible for the cost of remedial courses in the

subject areas of reading, writing, and mathematics charged by an approved

postsecondary education institution, as defined in section 2822 of this title, to a

student who graduated from a school within the school district if the date of the

student’s graduation is within two years from the commencement date of the

remedial course or courses. The approved postsecondary education institution

shall bill the school district for these remedial courses, not the student or the

student’s parent or guardian, and the school district shall pay the bill within

60 days of receipt.

Sec. 2. EFFECTIVE DATE

This act shall take effect on passage.
