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TO THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES:

The Committee on Appropriations to which was referred Senate Bill No.
105 entitled “An act relating to miscellaneous judiciary procedures”
respectfully reports that it has considered the same and recommends that the
proposal of amendment of the Committee on Judiciary be further amended as
follows:

In Sec. 24 (Task Force on Campus Sexual Harm), by striking subsections
(9) and (h) in their entirety and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

(0) Compensation and reimbursement.

(1) For attendance at meetings during adjournment of the General

Assembly, a legislative member of the Task Force serving in his or her

capacity as a legislator shall be entitled to per diem compensation and

reimbursement of expenses pursuant to 2 VV.S.A. § 406 for not more than

six meetings. These payments shall be made from monies appropriated to the

General Assembly.

(2) Other members of the Task Force who are not otherwise

compensated for their service on the Task Force shall be entitled to per diem

compensation and reimbursement of expenses as permitted under 32 VV.S.A.

8 1010 for not more than six meetings. These payments shall be made from

monies appropriated to the Agency of Administration.
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(h) Appropriation. The sum of $11,102.00 is appropriated to the Agency of

Administration from the General Fund in fiscal year 2020 for per diem

compensation and reimbursement of expenses for nonlegislative members of

the Task Force.
