AmeriCorps in Vermont

� CNCS investment of $3,092,125 in AmeriCorps in VT annually. 

� Matched dollar for dollar locally.

� $2,000,000 in AmeriCorps State funding.

� Since 1994:

� 5,500 Vermont residents have served in AmeriCorps

� 8.2 million hours of service provided

� $19,600,000 in Education Awards earned in Vermont

� 240 members per year funded through SerVermont

� 150 FTE

� 7 AmeriCorps State Programs
