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established under 47 C.F.R. Part 4, § 4.9(¢e) as it pertains to outage reporting

requirements applicable to wireless service providers. The E-911 Board shall

file a final proposed rule with the Secretary of State and with the Legislative

Committee on Administrative Rules pursuant to 3 V.S.A. § 841 on or before

February-1,-2020 September 30, 2020.
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
