Atlanta

Goal: Atlanta to become a model recycling city

* Launched three-year $4 million-dollar program with support from The Coca-Cola
Foundation to improve quality of material captured in Atlanta

* Anchor of city-wide program is The Partnership's 'Feet on the Street' cart tagging
education campaign, which saw a 57% decrease in contamination and 27%
increase in capture of quality recyclables in 2017.

+ City-wide cart tagging rolls out August 2019

+ Three-year program also includes messaging to increase recycling in multifamily
housing locations and college campuses.
