Statement of purpose of bill as introduced: This bill proposes to make

miscellaneous changes to laws related to vehicles and vessels.

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:

(a) Number plates. A motor #aQicle operated on any highway shall have

displayed in a conspicuous place either one ®mgwo number plates as the
Commissioner may require. Such number plates shall D®fgrnished by the

Commissioner and shall show the number assigned to such vehicle®ugthe
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secyely attached to the rear and one to the front of the vehicle. The number
plates SRall be kept entirely unobscured, and the numerals and the letters
thereon shay be plainly legible at all times. They shall be kept horizontal,
shall be so fast8ged as not to swing, excepting however, there may be installed
on a motor truck ofgruck tractor a device that would, upon contact with a
substantial object, pern¥ the rear number plate to swing toward the front of

(2) for vehicles issued a registration plate with a dimensfgn of
approximately 7 x 4 inches, in the upper right corner of the rear reg§gtration
plate.

(c) Violation. A person shall not operate a motor vehicle unless numbe¥

sticker §n a pleasure car, motorcycle, or truck that could be registered for less
than 26,00 §pounds shall be subject to a civil penalty of not more than $5.00,
which penalty $gall be exempt from surcharges under 13 V.S.A. § 7282(a), if
he or she is cited in the 14 days following the expiration of the motor
vehicle’s registration.
