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Shaw Mountain, Benson – Protected by the Nature Conservancy, rare plants, fossils of ancient sea life, and a well blazed trail to a summit with views west, are features of this preserve, supported in part with VHCB grants.

West Burke Housing, Rural Edge and Evernorth will acquire a 15-unit senior and family development and construct 8 additional apartments for families and individuals on the
site. The project is located on 10 acres in the village of West Burke. With rental housing subsidies, it is an important affordable housing resource for the town, especially given pressure on the housing market by short-term rentals.

Harbor Place Redevelopment, Shelburne - Harbor Place will be redeveloped by the Champlain Housing Trust to 20 motel-style units in two buildings to create permanent apartments with support services for previously homeless individuals and households. The existing operation at Harbor Place serving predominately homeless households will be moved to the Days Inn purchased by CHT, providing 58 rooms.

Fox Run, Berlin – $3,154,422 VHCB award, $1,168,410 federal ARPA-SFR funds; $301,168 federal HOME Program funds to construct 30 new homes in a 3-story apartment building in Berlin’s proposed New Town Center. Indoor and outdoor community space, a play area and community garden, and solar panels. The site, adjacent to the Berlin Mall, is served by public transportation, and is across from a recently constructed 98-unit senior housing development. A new sidewalk will connect the homes with services and shopping at the mall. A restaurant is planned next door to the housing. The homes will serve low- and moderate-income Vermonters and Downstreet will work in partnership with the Family Center of Washington County to lease six apartments with rental assistance to previously homeless families.

Firehouse Lane, Bristol – $905,000 VHCB award, $195,000 in Housing Revenue Bond funds, and $520,000 in federal HOME Program funds for development of 20 new homes in two buildings located within the 30-acre Stoney Hill site, a collaboration between the Town, private developers, Addison County Community Trust and Evernorth that will also include the new fire station , a commercial business park, connections to the Bristol Trail Network, and new sidewalks extending to Bristol’s downtown. Construction is anticipated to begin in spring.  ACCT will work with the John Graham Shelter and other service organizations in the region to place homeless households in four of the apartments. Pipeline and Potential for New Housing

Sacred Heart School & Convent,

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Sacred Heart School and Convent, Newport - Several buildings on an 8.5-acre site overlooking Lake Memphremagog could be redeveloped for both homeownership and rental. The first phase could consist of 12-15 mixed-income rentals developed in the convent, with a second phase comprising 24-26 rentals or condominiums possible in the school, contingent on cost estimating and market study data. There is also the potential for future development on the former athletic fields that are part of the property. Projected timing: Assemble funding, design and permitting in 2022, construction in 2023, and occupancy in early 2024.

Municipal Building, Brattleboro - 22 new apartment to be developed by the Windsor & Windham Housing Trust in the municipal building within walking distance of several downtown amenities.  Located adjacent to the public library, with onsite parking and green space. Could begin construction in 2023 with occupancy expected in 2024. Secured congressional funding appropriation in 2021.

Tafts Flats, Hartford – Twin Pines Housing Trust and the Upper Halley Haven are collaborating to develop housing on the site of St. Paul’s church. Twin Pines would build a three-story building with 18 one-bedroom apartments with support services for those who have experienced long-term homelessness. The Haven would build a two-story building on St. Paul’s land near its main building with offices, a resource center, and an outreach program for the community, including for people who are homeless. The second floor would host the Haven’s emergency shelter program, which has operated for many years in its main building, allowing more emergency shelter beds. St. Paul’s will make energy efficiency upgrades to its present building and the three organizations will share the parking lot. 

Kelly’s Field II, Hinesburg - 24 new senior apartments and a large community room, expanding an existing senior housing community within walking distance of groceries, pharmacy, churches, restaurants, bus stop. Mixed income, planning for rental assistance to serve households experiencing homelessness and extremely low-income households. Telehealth room, pavilion, resident garden planters. Depot Street, Manchester – Shires Housing, along with the Depot Street Project Committee, is working on pre-development of up to 40 new apartments located behind existing mixed commercial/residential buildings at the front of the site. The new apartments would be geared toward the local workforce in retail, hotels, and similar trades since much of this sector cannot find housing that is affordable in Manchester and live over the border in NY or more affordable parts of the state. The Committee is discussing options for the front buildings with Town Hall being a part of the front aspect along with housing on the upper floors and other commercial space as well.





VHCB and Climate Change

Equinox Highlands

Protecting the forested landscape for managed forestry and public recreation also
provides benefits for climate change. Forests absorb and store carbon, protect
water quality and wildlife habitat, and bolster flood resiliency.

VHCB'’s Viability Program works with private landowners on succession planning to

avoid forest fragmentation.
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Brownsville Forest – Conservation 750 acres of forested land - the largest private inholding in Stowe, reopening land that had been closed to the public access for several years. Tyler Riggs owns LSF Forest Products, a pine and hemlock sawmill in Fletcher. Fairmont Farm is a third-generation dairy farm in East Montpelier and Craftsbury owned and operated by Clara Ayer, Richard Hall, Bonnie Hall, Ricky Hall, and Tucker Purchase. According to Clara, their mission is to uphold the “utmost consideration for the safety and happiness of our people, the cleanliness of our environment, and the health of our animals.” 

Early adopters of no-till planting and cover-cropping techniques, Fairmont Farm has continued to enhance their management practices to improve water quality, nutrient management, and overall efficiencies. With a $20,000 VHCB Water Quality Grant and matching funds from the farm and the Vermont Agency of Agriculture’s Capital Equipment Assistance Program, Fairmont Farm will be able to utilize innovative injection technology to spread manure more efficiently, reducing soil compaction and nutrient loss. Working with their local conservation district and Vermont Land Trust, they have also planted buffers along waterways and conserved more than 1,600 acres with public recreation trails.

It hosts a preschool, the Poultney Foodshelf, the Poultney-Mettowee Natural Resource Conservation District Office, and the Travel and Tourism Information Services Center sponsored by the Poultney Area Chamber of Commerce and the Poultney Downtown Revitalization Committee. The Preservation Trust of VT restored and rehabilitated the building in 2020. 

River Arts, Morrisville– Former Lamoille Grange repurposed for community-based arts organization offering classes and events

Watkins School, Rutland – A vacant, historic school was repurposed to create affordable housing for seniors. The project included new construction of a building behind the school with additional apartments. 


Farmland Transfers through Conservation

Meeting Place Pastures,
Cornwall

First-generation farmers, Cheryl and Marc Cesario run a custom grazing operation for dairy
heifers and beef cows and raise their own sheep. They conserved 125 acres with the Vermont
Land Trust and enrolled in VHCB's Farm & Forest Viability Program. They were matched with a
business advisor and have received grants from the Viability program for farm infrastructure

improvements to improve water quality and for equipment to scale up their operation.
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The Cesarios have enrolled in the Viability Program twice for business planning support. They enrolled in 2011 and received support through NOFA-VT to develop a farm business and marketing plan and financial analysis systems. In 2018, they re-enrolled, seeking help analyzing new market opportunities and figuring out how to expand current operations while improving efficiencies. A Business Plan Implementation grant mentioned above, enabled them to invest in sheep handling equipment. They also received a Water Quality Grant for farm infrastructure improvements: manure management, expand and improve their existing covered barnyard and bedded pack, and improve cattle lanes with fabric and stone, addressing issues with mud and potential sources of erosion and runoff by improving heavy use areas.

Working through Burlington elementary
schools since 2011, the Catamount Trall
Association has been blazing trails into
New American communities, reaching
underserved youth through its Ski Cubs
program. Based at the Bolton Valley and
Sleepy Hollow Nordic Centers, the
number of participants in Ski Cubs has
Increased fourfold since 2019. In 2021, a
record 1,100 students and community
members participated.

Sec. G.400 Housing and Homelessness Investments

(1) $50,000,000 to the Vermont Housing and Conservation Board (VHCB)
to provide affordable mixed-income rental housing and homeownership
units, manufactured homes and improved farm worker and refugee
housing. VHCB shall distribute the funds in consultation with the Secretary
of Human Services and may subgrant a portion to other entities, including
the Department of Housing and Community Development, the Vermont
Housing Finance Agency, and regional nonprofit housing organizations,
for one or more of the following purposes:

(A) to undertake additional housing initiatives, such as home

ownership, to the extent permitted by ARPA and related regulations

and guidance;

(B) to ensure that farm workers and those in recovery and refugee

households are served; or

(C) to provide for the efficient use of the funds.
