SECTION 1. No person shall be entited to vote in any town, 
city, village, or school district meeting, who is not a citizen of 
this state, and a resident of the town, city, village, or school 
district where said person may claim a right to vote. 

SECT. 2. The word "citizen," as used in this act, shall be con-
strued to mean a person born within this, or some one of the 
United States, or naturalized agreeably to the acts of congress, 
or a person who has become a freeman of this state, by virtue 
of the laws in force before June 26th, 1828. 

SECT. 3. This act shall take effect from its passage.
