Support services ðchildcare subsidy, help maintaining job, $ for work supplies, car repairs, etc.

v Post-Secondary Education Program

Financial assistance 

Participant pursues 2- or 4-year degree

v Child-Only Reach Up

Only the children receive assistance

No participation requirements for adults ðadults are either non-parent caregivers or receiving SSI



vWhat contributes to WPR percentage?
