* Increases the scope of the Bottle Bill to include:
e Wine
e Bottled Water
e Juice and Sports Drinks

* Increases the deposit from $0.05 to $0.10.

e Provides more incentive for consumers to return their redeemables so
fewer get thrown away

* Increases the handling fee on “sorted” containers by half of a penny.
