(b)  The Department of Housing and Community Development shall 19 

establish the Accessory Dwelling Unit Navigation Center.  The Center shall 20 
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assist municipalities and homeowners in developing accessory dwelling units 1 

(ADUs) as follows: 2 

(1)  the hiring of a consultant to develop a statewide ADU guidebook 3 

which shall include a variety of designs with floorplans that can be used for 4 

ADUs; 5 

(2)  pilot program to hire local ADU ambassadors in towns to provide 6 

local assistance on development of ADUs; 7 

(3)  central statewide resource center to support pilot communities and 8 

any homeowner statewide interested in building an ADU that will provide 9 

materials and training on planning, design, and development of ADUs; 10 

(4)  work with Vermont Housing and Finance Agency to develop an 11 

ADU loan loss reserve fund; 12 

(5)  create ADU down payment grants for homeowners; and 13 

(6)  create Social Enterprise Pilot Program for Weatherization and 14 

Internal Conversion to identify workforce for ADU construction. 15

(a)  In fiscal year 2023 the amount of $15,000,000 is appropriated [from] to 19 

the Department of Housing and Community Development to grant to the 20 

Vermont 21 
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Housing Finance Agency to establish a Missing Middle Income Home 1 

Ownership Development Program to provide development subsidies for new 2 

construction or acquisition and substantial rehabilitation of owner-occupied 3 

homes.  4 

(b)  The Agency shall use funds to provide a direct project subsidy for up to 5 

35 percent of eligible development costs for income-eligible buyers. Funds 6 

invested to buy down the sales price of a home will remain permanently 7 

available to future buyers. 8 

(c)  “Affordable owner-occupied housing” means owner-occupied housing 9 

identified in 26 U.S.C. § 143 (c)(1) or that qualifies under Vermont 10 

Housing Finance Agency criteria governing owner-occupied housing. 11 

(d)  The Agency shall have the authority to provide funds to make grants or 12 

investments to eligible applicants for affordable owner-occupied housing. An 13 

eligible applicant may apply to the agency in adherence with program priorities 14 

set by the Agency. Selection criteria set forth in a program plan must include: 15 

(1) Project location; 16 

(2) Geographic distribution; 17 

(3) Leveraging of other programs; 18 

(4) Housing market needs; 19 

(5) Project characteristics, including whether the project includes the use 20 

of existing housing as part of a community revitalization plan; 21 
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(6) Construction standards, including considerations for size; 1 

(7) Priority will be given for plans with deeper affordability and longer 2 

duration of affordability 3 

requirements; 4 

(8) Sponsor characteristics; 5 

(9) Energy efficiency of the development; and 6 

(10) Historic nature of the project. 7 

(e) The Agency shall use the proceeds to provide long-term affordability on 8 

homes that receive investments from the program or use the proceeds of the 9 

program for investments or grants to eligible owner-occupied housing projects. 10 

(f) The Agency may assign its rights under any investment or grant made 11 

under this section to the Vermont Housing and Conservation Board or any 12 

State agency or nonprofit organization qualifying under 26 U.S.C. § 501(c)(3), 13 

provided such assignee acknowledges and agrees to comply with the 14 

provisions of subdivision XXX of this section. 15 

(g) Initial investments made under this program must be obligated by 16 

December 31, 2024, and expended by December 31, 2026, as defined by 17 

[ARPA State Local Fiscal Recovery Funds]. 18 

(f) The Department will report to the House Housing, General, and Military 19 

Affairs Committee and Senate Economic Development, Housing, and General 20 
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Affairs Committee on the status of the program every year by January 15th 1 

through 2026. 2
