* Regional government

 Governing body is directly elected —
Council President, 6 Councilors and
Auditor

* OQOverlaps 3 counties and 24 cities
* Serves over 1.7 million people






How does Metro work?

e Metro has a home rule charter

* Original Metropolitan Service District was
authorized in state law

e Charter was last amended in 2003

e Currently uses Council-Manager form of
government
