Securing permanent funding and support for
the Local Foods Incentive Grant that provides
a financial incentive to school districts and
supervisory unions to purchase local food

for their school meal programs, as well as
permanent funding and support for Universal
Meals.

Securing a clear, time-bound and funded
commitment to stop contamination of soils
with microplastics and PFAS, and establishing
funding and other support mechanisms

for farmers whose land is found to be
contaminated.

Securing immediate relief and long-term
support for organic dairies in crisis.
Reinvesting tax revenue from cannabis sales
into communities disproportionately harmed
by cannabis prohibition, and improving access
to the cannabis market for growers.
