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TO THE HONORABLE SENATE: 1 

The Committee on Health and Welfare to which was referred Senate Bill 2 

No. 37 entitled “An act relating to access to legally protected health care 3 

activity and regulation of health care providers” respectfully reports that it has 4 

considered the same and recommends that the bill be amended by striking out 5 

all after the enacting clause and inserting in lieu thereof the following: 6

(A)  the exercise and enjoyment, or attempted exercise and 17

aid or encourage, any person in the exercise and enjoyment, or attempted 21

laws of this State and physically present in this State shall be legally protected 4 

if the service is permitted under the laws of this State, regardless of the 5 

patient’s location; or 6 

(C)  the provision, issuance, or use of, or enrollment in, insurance or 7 

other health coverage for reproductive health care services or gender-affirming 8 

health care services that are legal in this State, or any act to aid or encourage, 9 

or attempt to aid or encourage, any person in the provision, issuance, or use of, 10 

or enrollment in, insurance or other health coverage for those services, 11 

regardless of the location of the insured or individual seeking insurance or 12 

health coverage, if the insurance or health coverage is permitted under the laws 13 

of this State. 14 

(2)  Except as provided in subdivision (3) of this subsection, the 15 

protections applicable to “legally protected health care activity” shall not apply 16 

to a lawsuit, judgment, or civil, criminal, or administrative action that is based 17 

on conduct for which an action would exist under the laws of this State if the 18 

course of conduct that forms the basis for liability had occurred entirely in this 19 

State.  20 
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(3)  Notwithstanding subdivision (2) of this subsection, the provision of a 1 

health care service by a person duly licensed under the laws of this State and 2 

physically present in this State shall be legally protected if the service is 3 

permitted under the laws of this State, regardless of the patient’s location or 4 

whether the health care provider is licensed in the state where the patient is 5 

located at the time the service is rendered.  6 

(c)  “Reproductive health care services” means all supplies, care, and 7 

services of a medical, behavioral health, mental health, surgical, psychiatric, 8 

therapeutic, diagnostic, preventative, rehabilitative, or supportive nature 9 

relating to pregnancy, contraception, assisted reproduction, pregnancy loss 10 

management, or the termination of a pregnancy. 11

(a)  Findings.  The General Assembly finds that: 7 

(1)  Centers that seek to counsel clients against abortion, often referred to 8 

as crisis pregnancy centers or limited-services pregnancy centers, have become 9 

common across the country, including in Vermont.  Honest Accurate 10 

information about the services that a limited-services pregnancy center 11 

performs, in addition to forthright acknowledgement of its limitations, is 12 

essential to enable pregnant individuals in this State to make informed 13 

decisions about their care.  This includes individuals being informed of 14 

whether they are receiving services from a licensed and qualified health 15 

care provider at a limited-services pregnancy center, as this allows 16 

individuals to determine if they need to seek medical care elsewhere in 17 

order to continue or terminate a pregnancy.   18 

(2)  Although some limited-services pregnancy centers openly 19 

acknowledge in their advertising, on their websites, and at their facilities that 20 

they neither provide abortions nor refer clients to other providers of abortion 21

services, others provide confusing and misleading information to pregnant 1 

individuals contemplating abortion by leading those individuals to believe that 2 

their facilities offer abortion services and unbiased counseling.  Many limited-3 

services pregnancy centers have promoted patently false or biased medical 4 

claims about abortion, pregnancy, contraception, and reproductive health care 5 

providers. 6 

(3)  False and misleading advertising by centers that do not offer or refer 7 

clients for abortion is of special concern to the State because of the time-8 

sensitive and constitutionally protected nature of the decision to continue or 9 

terminate a pregnancy.  When a pregnant individual is misled into believing 10 

that a center offers services that it does not in fact offer or receives false or 11 

misleading information regarding health care options, the individual loses time 12 

crucial to the decision whether to terminate a pregnancy and may lose the 13 

option to choose a particular method or to terminate a pregnancy at all.   14 

(4)  Telling the truth is how trained health care providers demonstrate 15 

respect for patients, foster trust, promote self-determination, and cultivate an 16 

environment where best practices in shared decision-making can flourish. 17 

Without veracity in information and communication, it is difficult for 18 

individuals to make informed, voluntary choices essential in fulfilling 19 

autonomy-based obligations.   20 
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(5)  Advertising strategies and educational information about health care 1 

options that lack transparency, use misleading or ambiguous terminology, 2 

misrepresent or obfuscate services provided, or provide factually inaccurate 3 

information are a form of manipulation that disrespects individuals, 4 

undermines trust, broadens health disparity, and can result in patient harm.  5 

(b)  Intent.   6 

(1)  It is the intent of the General Assembly to ensure that the public is 7 

provided with accurate, factual information about the types of health care 8 

services that are available to pregnant individuals in this State.  The General 9

charged with supervising health care services provided by center staff or 4 

volunteers at a pregnancy services center, shall be responsible, legally and 5 

professionally, for the activities of staff and volunteers performing duties for 6 

and on behalf of the pregnancy services center.  The medical director or 7 

individual shall ensure that the staff of the pregnancy services center, including 8 

the medical director or individual, and any volunteers providing health care 9 

services maintain a level of supervision, training, and practice consistent with 10 

legal requirements established under Vermont law, including those set forth in 11 

Title 26, and professional standards of practice.

§ 2501.  DEFINITIONS 12 

As used in this chapter:  13 

(1)  “Gender-affirming health care readiness” means each institution’s 14 

preparedness to provide gender-affirming health care services to students or 15 

assist students in obtaining gender-affirming health care services, including 16 

having in place equipment, protocols, patient educational materials, 17 

informational websites, and training for staff; provided, however, that gender-18 

affirming health care readiness may include the provision of gender-affirming 19 

health care services. 20 
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(2)  “Gender-affirming health care services” has the same meaning as in 1 

1 V.S.A. § 150. 2 

(3)  “Institution” means the University of Vermont or a college in the 3 

Vermont State College system. 4 

(4)  “Medication abortion” means an abortion provided by medication 5 

techniques. 6 

(5)  “Reproductive health care services” has the same meaning as in 1 7 

V.S.A. § 150 and includes medication abortion. 8 

(6)  “Reproductive health care readiness” means each institution’s 9 

preparedness to provide reproductive health care services to students or assist 10 

students in obtaining reproductive health care services, including having in 11 

place equipment, protocols, patient educational materials, informational 12 

websites, and training for staff; provided, however, that reproductive health 13 

care readiness may include the provision of reproductive health care services. 14 

(7)  “Telehealth” has the same meaning as in 26 V.S.A. § 3052.   15 

§ 2502.  GENDER-AFFIRMING HEALTH CARE AND REPRODUCTIVE  16 

              HEALTH CARE READINESS; REPORTS 17 

(a)  Each institution shall report to the Agency of Human Services annually, 18 

on or before November 1, on the current status of its gender-affirming health 19 

care and reproductive health care readiness, including: 20 

(1)  whether the institution has an operational health center on campus; 21 
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(2)  whether the institution employs health care providers on campus; 1 

(3)  the types of gender-affirming health care services and reproductive 2 

health care services that the institution offers to its students on campus and the 3 

supports that the institution provides to students who receive those services; 4 

(4)  the institution’s efforts to assist students with obtaining gender-5 

affirming health care services and reproductive health care services from 6 

licensed health care professionals through telehealth; 7 

(5)  the institution’s proximity to a hospital, clinic, or other facility that 8 

provides gender-affirming health care services or reproductive health care 9 

services, or both, that are not available to students on campus; 10 

(6)  the referral information that the institution provides regarding 11 

facilities that offer gender-affirming health care services and reproductive 12 

health care services that are not available to students on campus, including 13 

information regarding the scope of the services that are available at each such 14 

facility; and 15 

(7)  the availability, convenience, and cost of public transportation 16 

between the institution and the closest facility that provides gender-affirming 17 

health care services or reproductive health care services, or both, and whether 18 

the institution provides transportation. 19 

(b)  On or before January 31 of each year, the Agency of Human Services 20 

shall compile the materials submitted pursuant to subsection (a) of this section 21 
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and report to the House Committees on Education, on Health Care, and on 1 

Human Services and the Senate Committees on Education and on Health and 2 

Welfare on the status of gender-affirming health care and reproductive health 3 

care readiness at Vermont’s institutions. 4 

Sec. 13.   GENDER-AFFIRMING HEALTH CARE AND REPRODUCTIVE  5 

                HEALTH CARE READINESS; IMPLEMENTATION 6 

Each institution shall submit its first report on the status of its gender-7 

affirming health care and reproductive health care readiness as required under 8 

16 V.S.A. § 2502(a) to the Agency of Human Services on or before November 9 

1, 2023, and the Agency shall provide its first legislative report on or before 10 

January 31, 2024.   11

§ 1881.  DISCLOSURE OF PROTECTED HEALTH INFORMATION  14 

              PROHIBITED 15 

(a)  As used in this section: 16 

(1)  “Business associate” has the same meaning as in 45 C.F.R. 17 

§ 160.103. 18 

(2)  “Covered entity” shall have has the same meaning as in 45 C.F.R. 19 

§ 160.103. 20 
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(3)  “Legally protected health care activity” has the same meaning as in 1 

1 V.S.A. § 150.  2 

(2)(4)  “Protected health information” shall have has the same meaning 3 

as in 45 C.F.R. § 160.103. 4 

(b)  A covered entity or business associate shall not disclose protected 5 

health information unless the disclosure is permitted under the Health 6 

Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA).  7 

(c)  In order to protect patients and providers who engage in legally 8 

protected health care activity, a covered entity or business associate shall not 9 

disclose protected health information related to a legally protected health care 10 

activity for use in a civil or criminal action; a proceeding preliminary to a civil 11 

or criminal action; or a probate, legislative, or administrative proceeding unless 12 

the disclosure meets one or more of the following conditions: 13 

(1)  The disclosure is authorized by the patient or the patient’s 14 

conservator, guardian, or other authorized legal representative. 15 

(2)  The disclosure is specifically required by federal law, Vermont law, 16 

or rules adopted by the Vermont Supreme Court. 17 

(3)  The disclosure is ordered by a court of competent jurisdiction 18 

pursuant to federal law, Vermont law, or rules adopted by the Vermont 19 

Supreme Court.  An order compelling disclosure under this subdivision shall 20 
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include the court’s determination that good cause exists to require disclosure of 1 

the information related to legally protected health care activity. 2 

(4)  The disclosure is to be made to a person designated by the covered 3 

entity or business associate and will be used solely in the defense of the 4 

covered entity or business associate against a claim that has been made, or 5 

there is a reasonable belief will be made, against the covered entity or business 6 

associate in a civil or criminal action, a proceeding preliminary to a civil or 7 

criminal action, or a probate, legislative, or administrative proceeding. 8 

(5)  The disclosure is to Vermont’s Board of Medical Practice or Office 9 

of Professional Regulation, as applicable, in connection with a bona fide 10 

investigation in Vermont of a licensed, certified, or registered health care 11 

provider. 12

Sec. 15.  EFFECTIVE DATES 14 

(a)  This section, Sec. 1 (definitions), Sec. 2 (medical malpractice), Secs. 6 15 

and 7 (unprofessional conduct), Sec. 8 (pregnancy services centers), Secs. 9 16 

and 10 (reports), Sec. 11a (emergency contraception; vending machines), Secs. 17 

12 and 13 (gender-affirming health care and reproductive health care 18 

readiness; reports), and Sec. 14 (prohibition on disclosure of protected health 19 

information) shall take effect on passage.  20

(b)  Secs. 3 and 4 (insurance coverage) shall take effect on January 1, 2024 1 

and shall apply to all health insurance plans issued on and after January 1, 2 

2024 on such date as a health insurer offers, issues, or renews the health 3 

insurance plan, but in no event later than January 1, 2025.  4 

(c)  Sec. 5 (state plan amendment) shall take effect on January 1, 2024, 5 

except that the Agency of Human Services shall submit its request for approval 6 

of Medicaid coverage of the services prescribed in Sec. 4 of this act, if needed, 7 

to the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services on or before July 1, 2023, 8 

and the Medicaid coverage shall begin on the later of the date of approval or 9 

January 1, 2024. 10 

(d)  Sec. 10a (interstate compacts; state representatives) shall take effect on 11 

July 1, 2023. 12 

(e)  Sec. 11 (emergency contraception) shall take effect on or before 13 

September 1, 2023, on such date as the Commissioner of Health approves the 14 

State protocol.     15
