employees) or 29 C.F.R. § 825.110(c)(3) (full-time teachers, as defined in 29

C.F.R. § 825.102, of an elementary or secondary school system or institution

of higher education).

As used in this subchapter:

(15) “Crime victim” means any of the following:

(A) aperson who has obtained a relief from abuse order issued under

(C) aperson who has obtained an order against abuse of a vulnerable
adult issued under 33 V.S.A. chapter 69; or
