Transportation Funding

« Sustainable: Diversify Transportation Fund
revenues to align with our climate goals and
ensure the health of the fund

« Reliable: Explore revenue sharing with
municipalities, e.g. remit a portion of
registration fees to where the vehicle is
registered

* Adequate: Ensure town highways, culverts,
and bridges are accurately rated for weights
and that municipal funding is sufficient to pay
for statutory obligations

* Prioritize: Establish state tracking of
municipal paving projects and road conditions

Other Transportation Policy Supported by VLCT

* Authorize municipalities to set speed limits on
roads below 25 m.p.h.

« Support work to electrify vehicles and
equipment and install charging infrastructure

* Provide incentives to municipalities to take
over state highways

« Eliminate provisions in VTrans’ master license
agreements requiring municipalities to
indemnify VTrans or the railroads

* Allow VTrans to enter into agreements with
municipalities for use equipment
