Subject: Professional and occupations; miscellaneous amendments  4 

Statement of purpose of bill as introduced:  This bill proposes to amend 5 

various provisions of the statutes governing professions and occupations to 6 

adjust the scope and amounts of fees associated with professional licensure, 7 

authorize the Office to apply a disciplinary action surcharge following a 8 

finding of unprofessional conduct, require cosmetologists to be trained in the 9 

care of textured hair, require licensed nursing assistants to take a competency 10 

exam after their license has lapsed for a period of not more than five years, 11 

remove motor vehicle racing from the regulatory authority of the Office of 12 

Professional Regulation, repeal provisions relating to escrow agents for 13 

prepaid funeral expenses, and add the position of Executive Officer for the 14 

Regulation of Mental Health Professions. 15 

An act relating to professions and occupations regulated by the Office of 16 

Professional Regulation 17 
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It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:  1

§ 118.  COLLECTION AND DISPOSITION OF REVENUE 4 

(a)  There is hereby created a Secretary of State Services Fund.  The Fund 5 

shall be used to provide appropriations for the operations of the Office of the 6 

Secretary of State, with the exception of those operations provided for in 7 

chapter 5, subchapter 3 of this title.  The Fund shall be administered as a 8 

special fund pursuant to 32 V.S.A. chapter 7, subchapter 5.  At the end of each 9 

fiscal year, the unobligated balance in this Fund shall be transferred to the 10 

General Fund. 11 

(b)  All revenues collected by the Secretary of State shall be deposited into 12 

the Secretary of State Services Fund except for the following revenues: 13 

(1)  any revenues collected by the Office of Professional Regulation set 14 

forth in chapter 5, subchapter 3 of this title; and 15 

(2)  any revenues collected pursuant to subsection 117(k) of this title.  16 

(c)  The Secretary of State shall have the authority to collect and deposit 17 

into the Secretary of State Services Fund revenues generated from optional 18 

services offered in the normal course of business, including for one-time or 19 

periodic sales of data by subscription or other contractual basis. 20

the violation occurred or the Washington County Superior Court and may be 19 

assessed a civil penalty of not more than $5,000.00. 20

Professional Regulation may elect to bring an action seeking only a civil 2 

penalty of not more than $2,500.00 $5,000.00 for practicing or permitting the 3 

practice of a regulated profession without authority before the board having 4 

regulatory authority over the profession or before an administrative law officer.

(3)  Issue warnings or reprimands, suspend, revoke, limit, condition, 14 

deny, or prevent renewal of licenses, after disciplinary hearings or, in cases 15 

requiring emergency action, immediately suspend, as provided by section 814 16 

of this title.  In a case involving noncompliance with a statute or rule relating 17 

to administrative duties not related to patient, client, or customer care, a board 18 

or hearing officer may determine that ordering a monetary civil penalty does 19 

not constitute a finding of unprofessional conduct.  After a finding of 20 

unprofessional conduct, a respondent shall pay a disciplinary action surcharge 21 
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pursuant to subdivision 125(b)(12) of this title.  The proceeds from the 1 

disciplinary action surcharge shall be deposited into the Professional 2 

Regulatory Fee Fund. 3
