Creative Aging Grants
support organizations in
providing skill-based
activities that engage
older adults in artistic
creation and intentional
social engagement. The
Council maintains a
Creative Aging Teaching
Artist Roster of specially
trained artists skilled in
designing highly
engaging programes.
