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Design and Funding Update

The Department of Buildings and General Services (BGS) and Department of Mental
Health (DMH) utilized the professional services of a design team to conceptualize the
renovation requirements to incorporate the use of emergency involuntary procedures
and medication at River Valley Therapeutic Residence.

Requirements would include a 400 square foot addition to the main building for an ante
room and a renovation of the gymnasium to create additional storage and staff training
area, as well as security upgrades at the nurse’s station.

The total project cost is estimated at $640,000.00. Project schedule estimates
occupancy in Spring 2026, assuming bids are received for construction.

There are funds remaining in the appropriation for the River Valley Therapeutic
Residence for FY2023 (2406900326) to cover the cost of the additional work.
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
