(5) To maintain the State’s ecologically functional landscape into the future, new standard offer awards to new solar, wind, and
hydroelectric power plants shall be sited outside High Priority and Priority Blocks as defined by Vermont Conservation Design.

A. If new awards are sited within either High Priority or Priority VCD Blocks, they will not have an undue adverse effect on the block.
The applicant shall demonstrate that a project will not result in an undue adverse impact.
