§ 2901. DEFINITIONS
As used in this chapter:

* * *

(2) “Charging network provider” means a person that operates the

digital communication network that remotely manages the EVVSE at a charging

station and is responsible for operating and maintaining the EVSE, supporting

equipment, and other facilities associated with the EVSE. A charging network

provider may delegate to or contract with another person for charging station

operations and maintenance.

(3) “Charging station” means EVSE available to the public or a group of

EVSE available to the public and the area in the immediate vicinity of the

EVSE or group of EVVSE, including supporting equipment and parking spaces

for users of the EVSE.

(4) “Charging station operator” means a person that owns or provides

the EVSE and the supporting equipment and facilities at one or more charging

stations and is responsible for operating and maintaining the EVSE, supporting
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equipment, and facilities. A charging station operator may delegate to or

contract with another person for charging station operation and maintenance.

(5) “Connector” means a device that attaches EVSE to a PEV to transfer

electricity from the EVSE to the PEV.

(6) “Direct current fast charger” or “DCFC” means EVSE that enables

rapid charging through the delivery of direct current electricity to a PEV’s

battery.

(7) “Electric bicycle” has the same meaning as in 23 V.S.A. § 4(46)(A).

3)(8) “Electric cargo bicycle” means a motor-assisted bicycle, as
defined in 23 V.S.A. § 4(45)(B)(i), with an electric motor, as defined under
23 V.S.A. § 4(45)(B)(i)(Il), that is specifically designed and constructed for
transporting loads, including at least one or more of the following: goods, one
or more individuals in addition to the operator, or one or more animals. A
motor-assisted bicycle that is not specifically designed and constructed for
transporting loads, including a motor-assisted bicycle that is only capable of
transporting loads because an accessory rear or front bicycle rack has been
installed, is not an electric cargo bicycle.

4)(9) “Electric vehicle supply equipment (EVSE)” and “electric
vehicle supply equipment available to the public” have the same meanings as

in 30 V.S.A. § 201.
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(10) “Level 2 EVSE” means EVSE with a single-phase input voltage

range from 208 to 240 volts of alternating current (AC) and maximum output

current less than or equal to 80 amperes AC.

(11) “NEVI standards” means the minimum standards and requirements

for projects funded under the National Electric Vehicle Infrastructure (NEVI)

Formula Program that were published in the Federal Register on February 28,

2023 (88 FR 12752).

5)X(12) “Plug-in electric vehicle (PEV),” “battery electric vehicle
(BEV),” and “plug-in hybrid electric vehicle (PHEV)” have the same meanings
asin 23 V.S.A. § 4(85).

(13) “Port” means a system or connecting outlet on EVVSE that provides

power to charge a PEV, provided that a port may be equipped with more than

one connector but shall only use one connector at a time to provide power to a

PEV.

(b) The Secretary shall adopt rules to implement the provisions of this

section. The rules shall specifically address:

(1) requirements for the type of data to be provided pursuant to

subsection (a) of this section, including data related to availability of EVSE,

power delivery rating of EVSE, and pricing information;

(2) On or before January 15, 2027, the Secretary of Transportation, in

consultation with the Secretary of Agriculture, Food and Markets; the Public

Utility Commission; and the Commissioners of Public Service and of Taxes,

shall submit a written report to the House and Senate Committees on

Transportation regarding the current laws and requlations governing the

installation and operation of electric vehicle supply equipment (EVSE) in

Vermont.

(b) The report shall specifically include the following:

(1) an analysis of all current legal requirements for EVSE in Vermont,

including the following:

(A) with respect to EVVSE available to the public:

(i) requirements related to parking, including charges for parking

and restrictions related to the amount of time that a vehicle may be parked in a

specific location;

(ii) applicability of Vermont taxes:

(iii) requirements for signage, including instructional signage and

contact information for user assistance;
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(iv) requirements related to disclosure of:

(1) charges for electricity;

(1) charges for parking, both while charging and after

completion of charging; and

(111) other applicable charges or restrictions on usage;

(v) requirements related to the display of information related to

inspection or certification of the charger;
