The General Assistance Emergency Housing Program has served 4011 unique households since July 2024. Some
households utilize the program for a short amount of time at an unpredictable frequency and others rely on the program
continuously.

There are 1052 households that have exhausted their maximum of 80 days and will not be eligible for emergency housing
from April 1, 2025, through June 30, 2025.

There are 445 number of households who have exhausted their maximum of 80 days and are currently utilizing the

program under the relaxed laws during the cold weather season. These households will not be eligible for emergency
housing from April 1, 2025, through June 30, 2025.
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Screening and Case Management

e When people register for GA Housing they are referred to Coordinated Entry Lead Agency for Coordinated Entry
screening.

e The Coordinated Entry Assessment Process helps to identify housing and health-related needs. It also helps to assess if
people have complex needs who would benefit from a Team Based Care program approach and if people are
connected or need assistance connecting to health/social health related services and care teams.

e The Coordinated Entry assessor refers directly to programs needed and if a Team Based Care approach is appropriate,
they reach out to the AHS Field Director to help make connections to local Community Health Team, Adult Local
Interagency Team and/or Vermont Chronic Care Initiative.

e In addition, there are various programs across AHS that help support people in the General Assistance Emergency
Housing program, helping to connect them to housing resources and health/social health services as needed
